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St Molesworth’s School ICT Vision
The school’s mission statement says:

“Our school aims to provide a safe, caring and secure environment where everyone is valued and learning is an enjoyable adventure. We believe that every child has the potential to grow into a mature and responsible member of society who shows respect for others as well as recognizing their own worth.”
We believe that Information and Communications Technology can contribute towards this by:

· Providing the means to engage children in stimulating learning experiences

· Giving child opportunities to produce quality products that will raise their self-esteem and be celebrated by others

· Allow access to the widest possible curriculum for all children

· Challenge everyone to learn new skills.
· Give opportunities for negotiation and cooperation

· Encourage learners to be self-appraising without feeling treated or judged

· Provide life skills
· And give children the ability to approach any new problem with confidence.

We want ICT to be a natural and integral part of learning. 
We want pupils and staff to use appropriate technology as and when they need it.
The ICT provision at St Molesworth’s in May 2007 is:

· The school has a network that provides secure access to the Internet.
· The school relies on the Town Hall’s filtering and firewall software to remove materials that all schools would find offensive. The school has also installed its own filtering and firewall software to filter out material that is inappropriate to our school community.

· An ICT suite with 15 networked Desktop Computers, an Interactive Whiteboard (IWB), ceiling mounted projector and sound system. The room can accommodate a full class with the children working in pairs.
· Every classroom has a Desktop computer linked to the Internet through the school network.

· Half the classrooms have IWBs and ceiling mounted projector.
· There is a class set of laptops in a mobile unit that can be booked by staff as needed.
· All but 3 staff have Laptops for Teachers.

· There is a mobile projector for use in the hall and the library.

· Software that covers the needs of the ICT scheme of work and an assortment of software appropriate for different curriculum areas.

· In total the school has 50 computers that are available for the children to use, giving a computer/pupil ratio of 1:6

In 3 years time we believe that:

· We will be using  powerful ICT tools to support learning and teaching, and administration, and that these technologies will be used to help the school become:

· more efficient, 

· a more stimulating place to learn and teach
· an exciting place to visit 
· the centre of a learning community that goes beyond the school buildings
and help us achieve our wider vision of the future.

· The school administration systems will be fully integrated with assessment and recordkeeping which will help to promote work-life balance. Staff, children and parents will have access to various areas of these records to inform then of the children’s progress.
· Our ICT spending will remained at the present levels and that our existing hardware will remain serviceable. We will invest in portable devices that can be efficiently deployed around the school. This means that the number of computers available to the children will have grown to 80, giving a computer/pupil ratio of 1:4. This will mean that:

· Children and staff will be able make use of computers as and when they want 
· Each classroom will have a computer area

· All teaching areas will be equipped with IWB or equivalent presentation technology.
· ICT will have become transparent and will be used in all areas of the curriculum. Each subject leader will make recommendations about software and hardware based on there subject knowledge, and most of the Software capitation will have been devolved to the subject leaders.

· All staff will be comfortable and confident in their use of ICT and training will continue to be offered to keep their skills up to date.

· Teaching staff will be exploring how they can enhance the children’s learning by using ICT in more imaginative ways. Teaching styles and lesson structures will start to change.

· The network will be extended by wireless to cover all areas of the buildings and the grounds. This will allow:

· Children to take portable devices anywhere, in or out of the school buildings

· Computers to be grouped in any learning space

· Children will decide for themselves when it is appropriate to use ICT tools and when it is more convenient, productive and satisfying to do things in other ways.
· ICT will enhance the learning opportunities of all pupils, but in particular it will give access to a wider and more inclusive curriculum to those children with Special Educational Needs. 

· The schools Internet connection will have been enhanced to allow the children to make full use of multimedia learning experiences, such as virtual tours and video conferencing.

· The school will have a functioning Learning Platform that will allow children to have access to all their learning resources at home and else where. Lessons will include activities that are accessed through the learning platform. Children who are out of school for long periods will be able to continue their education through the learning platform.
· The Learning Platform will be used by the wider community. Adult learning groups that currently meet at the school will be encouraged to use the learning platform to extend their learning and teaching.
