
· Use your partner to sound out ideas to.


· What do they think?


· Listen to any suggestions.

· Join another pair and share ideas.



· One person take on the role of talker.


· One person take on the role of    
        questioner/ listener.

· One person take on the role of the 
       recorder.


· Once you have carried out your task select a person from your group to move to a different group to summarise your points and find out what they thought.


· The person now returns to feedback to their original group.


· After completing your task give each person a number.


· Now all the 1’s, 2’s, 3’s etc join together to make a new group.


· Share your ideas.


· You have one point of a topic to discuss.


· Now feed this back to the rest of the class.


· Appoint a spokesperson to feed back to the class.


· Draw the keyword/theme/idea.


· Create a collage to represent your idea/theme.


· Invent symbols to represent your idea/theme.


· Create a ‘freeze frame’/picture to represent your ideas/theme.  Share these with another group.


· Give out a variety of texts which look at your chosen topic.


· Pupils asked to extract meaning depending on their given focus, i.e. vivisection:
1 group – rights of animals.
1 group – advancement of medicine.  
               etc.


· Look at other points of view.

· Swap materials.


· Look at the work of a few charities.


· Use this to create and promote a charity of your choice.


· Allocate roles in the group, i.e.
advertising on television;
posters;
interviews;
facts and figures.


· Put together a presentation to persuade or inform or instruct.


· Charity could be substituted for a different theme i.e.
bullying;
drugs;
human rights etc.
