

Sentences can be joined together using conjunctions ‘and’ ‘or’ or ‘but’.  This makes simple sentences into compound sentences. 

Example:
         Autumn is here it is    
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        getting colder.

                  becomes
        Autumn is here and it is        

        getting colder.

   Do not over use these

Joined by a conjunction ‘and’ ‘or’ ‘but’

Each clause is co-ordinated with the next so 

each clause is as important as the next. 
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I saw a star and then it vanished.
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      Clause        Conjunction         Clause


Can be joined in different ways.

One clause is the main clause 

the other is the subordinate clause 

· Main clause – this has the main message 
                     of the sentence.


· Subordinate clause – this has the
                                 background
                                 information.
(there may be more than one subordinate clause)

e.g.
 Rowing across the lake, I saw a wild  swan.

                             Two clauses
subordinate clause                     main clause

(background info)                      (main event)            



How to create a complex sentence.

1.  Use conjuctions between clauses.

    
    Until        – She kept singing until everyone had left. 

    Although – She kept singing although no one was
                      listening.

    Before    –  She kept singing before finally giving up.

    Since      -  She kept singing since they were paying  
                      her.

2.  Use conjuctions at the start of sentences.


     Although everyone had left, she kept singing.
     Because everyone had left, she stopped singing.
     Even though no one was listening, she kept singing.


3.  Use relative pronouns to pack more information in.

     The game, which had been played that morning, was 
     a disaster.

     The game was a disaster, which made me angry.

     The game that he played was a disaster.

     The boy who played seemed to have an injury.



Simple Sentences
My brother is very lively.  He goes to nursery school.  He made a picture yesterday.  It was a blue car.

Compound Sentence

My brother is very lively and he goes to nursery school and he made a picture yesterday and it was a blue car.

Complex Sentence
My brother, who is very lively and goes to nursery, made a picture of a blue car yesterday.
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Modification allows us to add detail to texts, for example:
· Modify a noun with an adjective.
 - The red scooter.


· Modify a noun with a phrase.
-  The scooter in the car park.

· Modify a noun with a clause.
-  The scooter which I hated to look at.

· Modify a verb with an adverb.
-  The man was quickly running out of  
    time.

· Modify a verb with a phrase.
-  The man was running out of time before our  
    eyes.


· Modify a verb with a clause.
-  The man was running out of time, which
    meant he would lose the race.




· Start with a past participle (ed)
e.g. Startled, the boy stepped back.


· Start with a present participle (ing)
e.g. Hurrying, the boy went back to the stairs.


· Start with a connective
e.g. Although he was alone, he went back to the stairs.


· Put the subject halfway through a sentence
e.g. At the foot of the stairs, the masked figure waited.
