	· When describing, retrieving information, responses include the most obvious reference, some misunderstanding may be evident.  Some information will be relevant, others random.

· Meaning is established literally, responses requiring inference, deduction are missing or are based on personal speculation.

· Readers can identify some basic features of text organisation with little/no linked explanation.

· Readers find it difficult to comment on use of language at word/sentence level but can identify words in a passage that have a clear role.

· Comments on writers’ purposes/viewpoints give some reference to main themes/points with superficial or misunderstanding.

	· When describing, retrieving information responses are limited in scope, some relevant information points may be missed.  Readers usually repeat what is in the text although selection is generally relevant.

· Begins to use inference and deduction but this kind of thinking may be limited and not routed securely in evidence.

· Identify some basic features of the organisation of the text but explaining this is limited.  Responses tend to be recount/describe not explain.
· Identify some basic features at word and sentence level.  Simple evaluation with an understanding that writers make choices for effect, beginning to develop.

· Comments on writers’ purposes/viewpoints recognise some main themes/points.  Responses tend to be recount or describe rather than explain or comment.


	· When describing, retrieving information, evidence is expressed in straight forward comments.  Some relevant points are selected and ideas illustrated by referencing the text.  Pupils can select relevant quotations.

· Can use inference and deduction going beyond recount into interpretation.

· Can identify some features of organisation of text.  Straightforward and general understanding rather than a clear appreciation of writers’ craft.

· Can identify some word/sentence level features.  Some awareness of writers’ choice of word and the effect of these choices.
· Comments on writers’  purposes/viewpoints show an overview and general understanding of main points/themes.  Comments imply an awareness of the effect on the reader but not always explained explicitly.

	· Beginning to add detail, not just bold facts, i.e. nouns expanded by simple adjectives.
· Some awareness of purpose, style but this can be inconsistent.

· Ideas may be disorganised with little/no logic behind paragraphs.

· Paragraphs may not be used or, if they are, the material does not always belong together.

· Sentences are mostly simple or compound.  ‘And’ ‘but’ ‘so’ most common connectives.

· Simple vocabulary, some awareness of effect.  Very few, if any, choices for effect.

· Sentences  demarcated accurately commas may be used incorrectly.

· Common words, including polysyllabic are usually correct.


	· Some description has detail, expanded noun and adverbial phrases.

· Writing establishes a style, generally fitting the task, but with little note of the audience.

· Ideas organised by clustering related points, or by time.  Paragraphing evident, not always fully effective.

· Paragraphs introduce topic sentences which are elaborated or supported by following sentences.

· Some variation in sentence length/structure – use wider range of connectives.

· Some evidence of deliberate vocabulary choices for impact on readers choices may be adventurous if not precise.

· Sentences demarcated accurately, some punctuation within a sentence.  

· In addition to common words regular polysyllabic words usually accurate.


	· Ideas developed to maintain readers interest throughout – varied placing of clauses/phrases for effect.

· Style appropriate to task and reader, generally sustained.

· Writing structured clearly, sentences organised into appropriate paragraphs.

· Within paragraphs main idea developed clearly using connecting devices and supporting detail.

· Sentence structure/length varied for effect.  A range of connectives used to make clear connectives between clauses.

· Vocabulary used for effect on reader, choices can be imaginative or add detail.

· Full range of basic punctuation almost always accurate, some errors with ambitious sentences.

· Most spelling accurate.  Errors with less common irregular words.
