On page 9 the writing tells us many things why it is such a great place.  At the 


Top of the page there are 4 bullet points telling you; how it educates us, about


other countries, the enviroment and understanding the world we live in.


The benefits of the eden project are large, for people to see and learn or for


scientific perpouses.  It has also created many jobs,  ‘The Eden Project’s team


currently stands at 600 permanent staff, of those 95% were recuted locally’.


This tells us that the eden project has helped the surrounding area greatly.


It also mentions its great educational perpouses, ‘educating people so they


understand the special relationship between people and plants’.  This was a


bullet point telling us that everyone can come and learn from this project.

This pupil scored 18 marks (Level 5 mean = 15.9)

AF3

Q1:  Recognises two valid reasons.

Q7:  Identifies an appropriate way in each question.

Inference thus more secure than in L4 pupil.

AF4 Take an overview of the organisation of a text to recognise that the order in which information is presented can direct the reader’s response.

Q3a and b:  Is able to generalise from his answer to 3a to see why the texts have been organised in this way; c.f. L4 pupil.

Q8:  However, when it comes to having to identify structural differences himself as in Q8a he flounders; he may have been taught to look for degrees of formality but the judgement is not appropriate here.  In Q8b he falls back on a comment about content, very similar to L4 pupil’s.  See T/L implication above.

Q10:  Does rather better on this question re opening sentence; manages a relevant comment ‘it makes it look suspicious’ in relation to his quotation, but needs to recognise two ways.

AF5 Explain the effects of words and phrases in relation to the context in which they appear, including meanings beyond the literal.

Q2:  First answer doesn’t get at unpleasantness of smell; second shows he has not read the paragraph or the question carefully enough; did less well here than the pupil on L4.

Q5a:  Selects correct word but cannot make a precise enough link between the associations of ‘gem’ and the bay.

Q12a:  Does not explain ‘theatre-like’ qualities of the Eden Project though his correct answer to 12b shows he understands that the word is not being used literally.

Q13:  His answer demonstrates understanding of the passage and its presentation, but he is unable to say anything very much about the different ways language is used, relying essentially on picking out aspects of the content in response to the prompts.

AF6 Identify and explain precisely how writers signal their purpose and viewpoint to the reader.  

Q4:  Selects a few appropriate quotations and attempts some very limited comment why they make the readers feel some responsibility; but there is a sense that he has a bit more of an idea what he is looking for in this longer answer, than in Q13 on language.  Shows limitations in being able to explain precisely.
Q9:  Is able to accurately recognise the writer’s viewpoint, including the aspect which caused problems for the L4 pupil. 

Q11:  Two appropriate selections and explanations; gives precise explanations here whereas wasn’t able to in the longer answer to Q4. 

This script shows generally more secure reading than the L4 example, including more ability to recognise writer’s purpose and the effects on the reader [AF6] ie more sense of the ‘shaping hand’ [see note in presentation.] He is still shaky in the area of AF4, and particularly so in AF5, where he seems uncertain about what to say about the effects of language. He needs to become more aware of how choices of language and structure are related to a writer’s intention.
