Q3:  Recognises why the whole text is organised in this way as well as being to identify the focus of each paragraph.

Q8:  As with the L4 and L5 pupils, she falls back on noting differences in content rather than style in 8a.  Attempts to explain the significance of the order but cannot sufficiently draw out the significance of one section coming before the other.

Q10:  Able to explain one way, but then gives same explanation twice over.  Pupils up the levels seemed to struggle to extract two separate points from the single sentence, despite there being plenty to go on.

AF5 Explore ways in which language is used in non-fiction texts, including precise choice of words and different levels of formality, to suit purpose and readership.

Q2:  Typical of answers at L6: gets 1 mark for 2a but has not read carefully enough to see what is being described in 2b.  This L6 reader has seen connection with smell, but hasn’t been able to relate it to the physically decaying rubbish.

Q5:  Identifies ‘gem’ and is able to explain the association of ideas.

Q6:  Captures meaning of relentlessly.  

Q12b:  Wrong reason – not typical of L6 readers where 75% got this correct.

Q13:  53% of L6 pupils got 3 marks on this Q.  The answer shows sound understanding of the passage, although and selects appropriate illustrations for each prompt, but is still unable to explicitly engage in any detail with the actual language.

AF6 Analyse how writers select and present information in order to steer readers’ reactions.

Q4:  Selects some appropriate points, but recounts them at some length rather than selecting more, mentioning them briefly, and commenting precisely on why they make us feel some responsibility. 

Q9:  All selections correct. 

Q11:  Clear recognition of what her selected phrases suggest. 

This pupil achieved all the marks available for AFs 2, 3 and her reading of the texts is secure.  She lost only 2 marks for AF6 – needed to include more concise comment in her 5-mark answer.  She needs to improve in the areas of AF4 and 5, developing the habit of reflecting on writers’ structural and language choices.
