AF2 and AF3:  Full marks – good examples of correct answers.

AF4  

Q3, 8 and 10: Answer to 3b just gets the mark; misses 1 mark – for 8a.  (55% at L7 managed this.  As at other levels this answer is about content, but comment about ‘bias’ shows pupil trying to get into the right territory but not quite managing it) Misses one of marks on Q10 for not being precise enough.

AF5 

Q2, 5b, 6, 12b, 13:  Achieves all but 1 of the 10 marks – 4/5 on Q13.  His answer to Q2b is a rare example of an answer that gets the mark.  Q6 is a very good answer to ‘relentlessly’.  Q13 has better links between references and comment on language here eg ‘by using statistics’; still some tendency to comment at level of content as at L6.

AF6  

Loses just one mark.

Q4:  Is able to organise some of the answer around reference to an effect and then to exemplify it, rather than to pick things out and comment on them one by one.  This is an advance on the L6 answers.

Q9, 11:  Full marks

A very good script.  Pupil understands the texts thoroughly and is able to comment on how they are written as well as what they say.  AF4, 5 and 6 (as to be expected) are where marks are lost.  This pupil has a better grasp of all these areas than the L6 script and is now in a good position to develop more analytical and critical ways of reading.  Perhaps worth pointing out that where there was more scope in the two 5-mark questions he didn’t get full marks [there’s a lobby that thinks the new test model doesn’t stretch the most able] because his answers wobbled into generalities in places.
