Characteristic Level 4 writing because:

· Sentences mostly grammatically sound with some variation in subjects and verb forms.

· Some relevant detail.

· Some sense of different register for dialogue.

· Most sentence boundaries appropriately punctuated, with some use of other punctuation.

· Clear, straightforward structure, though dialogue not always used to further narrative.

· Attempt to give time reference (A hour had gone…).

· Task addressed on a basic level with brief description of setting, some characterisation of policemen through dialogue (Were have you bin?).

· Some features of detective novel, eg attempt at cliff-hanger chapter ending.

Relevant implications for teaching and learning:

Use description of setting and details of character to develop a story rather than relying solely on plot.

To achieve Level 5, pupil needs to balance descriptions of settings and characters, with dialogue and direct relating of incident to further plot.
Use paragraphs to structure events, signalling shifts in time or place by adverbials eg After that……At the end of the long drive.

This pupil uses paragraphs to structure events in narrative, intersperse dialogue (though this is overdone), and signal shifts in time or place by simple adverbials (Its early morning...).

Vary connectives in complex sentences to show the relationships between events or ideas eg to link cause and effect.

To achieve Level 5, pupil needs to vary connectives to convey relationship between events and ideas.

Recognise sentence boundaries and demarcate them accurately.

Sentence demarcation is mostly accurate, though insecurity creeps in where dialogue complicates the sentence patterns.

· Sentences generally grammatically sound, with a little subordination.

· Some different subjects in sentences used.

· Some attempt to organise writing into sections.

· Most sentences correctly demarcated, with inverted commas used to indicate speech.

· Attempt to engage reader’s attention by direct appeal to teacher (repeating her name and making observation, ‘I can’t feel much worse…”’).

· Some development of explanation.

Relevant implications for teaching and learning:

Establish viewpoint at the start and maintain it throughout.

Point of view of writer clear (teacher addressed by name and viewpoint sustained to end).

Use paragraphs to structure events, signalling shifts in time or place by adverbials eg After that……At the end of the long drive.

To achieve Level 5, this pupil needs to paragraph more effectively to structure events.

Vary connectives in complex sentences to show the relationships between events or ideas eg to link cause and effect.

To achieve Level 5, pupil needs to use more specific text connectives than ‘so’.

Recognise sentence boundaries and demarcate them accurately.

Sentence boundaries are mostly correctly demarcated, though there is no attempt to vary the punctuation used.

Characteristic Level 5 writing because:

· Compound and complex sentences used, with some variety of connectives, though the punctuation of clauses and sentences is not always secure.

· Conversational structure in dialogue also adds characterisation (I need you to investigate a little robbery for me old chap..).

· Relationships between paragraphs support structure (After some tea and rich tea biscuits…).

· Effective links within paragraphs (as she entered the kitchen…).

· Presentation of characters engage reader’s interest (eg Spelling theme; description of Mr Hinton: ...scowled and sulked…).

Relevant implications for teaching and learning:

Integrate the different aspects of narrative (plot, setting, characterisation), for overall impact.

Attempt to interweave different aspects of narrative, eg, plot, setting, characterisation, only partially successful: too much time spent on ‘spelling’ theme; Mr Hinton’s behaviour not convincing.

Sustain and develop a viewpoint to guide readers’ reactions eg moving between narration and characters’ reflections in a story, or anticipating objections when offering advice.

Chosen viewpoint not very distinctive as dialogue dominates.

Select vocabulary which is precise, varied and appropriate to form and purpose.

Attempt at varied vocabulary for precision (half smile) but choices not always appropriate (slapped across her middle aged face).

Vary the length and structure of sentences for effect; eg to change pace, to emphasise or contrast points.

Good range of sentence types used, both in dialogue and narrative.

Use a range of punctuation consistently, including commas to mark phrases, semi-colons, possessive apostrophes.

To achieve Level 6, punctuation needs to be more secure at sentence breaks and some internal commas need to be used in conversation to separate names referred to.

Relevant implications for teaching and learning:

Sustain and develop a viewpoint to guide readers’ reactions eg moving between narration and characters’ reflections in a story, or anticipating objections when offering advice.

Personal viewpoint draws on own experience.

Select vocabulary which is precise, varied and appropriate to form and purpose.

Vocabulary selected not precise or varied enough to achieve Level 6.

Vary the length and structure of sentences for effect, eg to change pace, to emphasise or contrast points.

Some variation in length and structure of sentences, but no short sentences for impact or contrast.

Use a range of punctuation consistently, including commas to mark phrases, semi-colons, possessive apostrophes.

Punctuation shows a degree of control but range is very limited.

· Effective opening, integrated comment (Inspector Grouse had already started to build up a first impression of this man, and the impression wasn’t good) and an appropriate ending.

· Dialogue aids characterisation; descriptions of characters and setting create mood.

Relevant implications for teaching and learning:

Sustain a distinctive voice which presents and interprets ideas and events, eg by use of reflective, humorous or ironic comment.

Begins to have a distinctive voice by use of reflective comment (something strange was happening here…).

Integrate a range of stylistic devices to signal viewpoint and to guide readers’ reactions.

Range of stylistic devices, eg distinctive dialogue (You’ll freeze yourself silly!); description for atmosphere (the dim lights made the room look grey).

Provide implicit and explicit links within and between paragraphs, eg through choices of words and phrases which create atmosphere or develop themes.

Clear thematic links, though increased use of adverbial connectives would aid cohesion.

Vary clause and sentence structures for emphasis and effect, eg expanded noun phrases for succinct detail, fronted clauses for emphasis.

A wider variety of structures, varying ordering of clauses and phrases would effect level 7 techniques.

Use the full range of punctuation to achieve clarity, to control the development of events and ideas, and guide readers’ responses.

Some comma-splicing detracts from effects of narrative.  Wider-ranging use of punctuation would give more variety to dialogue and descriptions.

Sustain a distinctive voice which presents and interprets ideas and events, eg by use of reflective, humorous or ironic comment.

Definite voice to convey point of view but could be more distinctive.

Integrate a range of stylistic devices to signal viewpoint and to guide readers’ reactions.

Range of stylistic devices to signal viewpoint: role of sympathetic parent partially successful, though introduction clumsy.

Provide implicit and explicit links within and between paragraphs, eg through choices of words and phrases which create atmosphere or develop themes.

To achieve level 7, pupil needs clearer cohesive devices, such as lexical and thematic links and increased use of connectives.

Vary clause and sentence structures for emphasis and effect, eg expanded noun phrases for succinct detail, fronted clauses for emphasis.

Pupil needs a wider variety of clause, sentence and phrase types for particular effects, eg to add detail, for emphasis, etc.

Use the full range of punctuation to achieve clarity, to control the development of events and ideas, and guide readers’ responses.

Range of punctuation not used securely enough for level 7.

Dialogue used to create dramatic opening, engaging reader.

Provide implicit and explicit links within and between paragraphs, eg through choices of words and phrases which create atmosphere or develop themes.

Clear links within and between paragraphs, using range of connecting devices, eg Question and answer in dialogue, reference chains (An impressive building, it…).

Vary clause and sentence structures for emphasis and effect, eg expanded noun phrases for succinct detail, fronted clauses for emphasis.

Wide variety of phrases and clauses used for specific effects (…Grouse trudged angrily up a beaten country lane, splattering mud everywhere as he walked).

· Length and structure of sentences varied to support range of advice; mostly complex sentences to explain or suggest, but length of them varies, eg summary sentence at end of first paragraph (it seems that you have settled in well.).

· Controlled placing of phrases gives concision (as for in school…).

· Tone adapted to manipulate reader, eg by anticipating objections (however, this does not mean…).

Relevant implications for teaching and learning:

Sustain a distinctive voice which presents and interprets ideas and events, eg by use of reflective, humorous or ironic comment.

Definite voice of writer adds personal touch (I have been thinking about what you wrote…).

Integrate a range of stylistic devices to signal viewpoint and to guide readers’ reactions.

Range of stylistic devices used to draw in reader, eg encouraging opening and closing statements, use of rhetorical question.

Provide implicit and explicit links within and between paragraphs, eg through choices of words and phrases which create atmosphere or develop themes.

Clear links within paragraphs effected by range of connectives (if; however; maybe; as).

Vary clause and sentence structures for emphasis and effect, eg expanded noun phrases for succinct detail, fronted clauses for emphasis.

Wide variety of clauses and structures for succinct detail, eg passive infinitive construction (…there is still work to be done…).
