Some exploration of how reader is engaged by text.  Each point developed with detail (although no direct quotation).  How Anthropomorphism used in extract (what rabbits do).  Reader empathy with rabbits.  Reference to reader’s anticipation – what might happen to rabbits.  All prompts addressed – focus on first.
