Assessing the Impact

Can they:

· Choose the appropriate reading strategy – skim/scan/close.

· Ask relevant questions.

· Highlight appropriately.

· Use content/index pages.

· Search on the internet.

· Make notes.
· Identify and record sources.

· Evaluate their own strengths and weaknesses as a reader.
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Have you been teaching inference and deduction and how pupils interpret information?
Assessing the Impact

Can they:

· Recognise and summarise the explicit meaning.

· Deduce meaning and find evidence to support.
· Infer meaning and find evidence.
· Comment on the writer’s intentions and attitudes.
· Comment on the writer’s attitude to the reader.
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Have you been teaching the use of terminology when commenting on how writers convey setting, character and mood through word choice and sentence structure.

Assessing the Impact

Can they:

· Infer meaning from the writer’s choice of words.
· Use specific examples to support views.
· Use appropriate terminology to describe the writer’s techniques.
· Comment on the effects of different types of sentences.
· Explain a point by using a phrase such as; this shows………

· Explain the effect on the reader.

Assessing the Impact

Can they:

· Communicate their response to the text.
· Comment on the strategies they used to sort out meanings.
· Support opinions with textual references.
· Use correct terminology.
· Understand the importance of period, culture and social context.
· Understand the purpose of text and the writer’s viewpoint.
· Show progression in choice and variety of texts selected.
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Have you been teaching how to conduct independent research using a range of reading strategies, ICT and how to acknowledge sources?
Assessing the Impact

Can they:

· Set own research questions.
· Build on prior knowledge.
· Use key words to find information.
· Summarise information.
· Find specific information relating to the task.
· Find information from a range of sources.
· Acknowledge sources accurately.
· Find their way through ICT texts.
· Make choices about where to find information.

· Develop their independent research skills.

· Re-format information.
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Have you been teaching how to trace themes, values or ideas in texts.
Assessing the Impact

Can they:

· Discuss what the text is about without simply re-telling.
· Pick out themes and ideas when reading, by re-reading, questioning, making links, highlighting, 
         annotating.
· Follow a theme in a fiction text, how it is developed through characters, narrative, patterns of 
         language.
· Identify connectives and how the ways they link words, phrases,affect the relationship between
         ideas.
· Identify topic sentences, main point and supporting points in non fiction.
· Identify changes in setting, narrative perspective and time and recognise how these contribute 
         to the main theme or ideas.
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Have you been teaching how texts are structured and how key ideas are developed through organisation of content and language patterns.
Assessing the Impact

Can they:

· Identify themes, ideas in fiction.
· Identify and comment on the effects of different structures on the reader using appropriate
         terminology.
· Analyse texts at word/sentence/text level.

· Identify key ideas in non-fiction texts.
· Relate structure to genre, audience, purpose, text.
· Identify effects of different paragraph structures, commenting on order in which ideas are 
         presented.
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Have you been teaching a novel, play, work of a poet and how the subject matter, style, technique might be interpreted.
Assessing the Impact

Can they:

· Demonstrate an understanding of subject matter and themes.
· Use appropriate vocabulary to discuss writer’s style and technique.
· Make points and give examples when interpreting.

· Use a range of reading strategies to select appropriate evidence i.e. visualising, empathising etc.
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Have you been teaching the pupils to synthesise information from a range of sources and to shape that material to suit the reader?
Assessing the Impact

Can they:

· Select information appropriate to the audience, form and purpose.
· Understand the difference between fact and opinion when they research.
· Use appropriate planning formats to record.
· Use notes to shape information, from a range of sources, into a coherent plan.

· Use appropriate reading strategies, independently, to find, extract and shape information.
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Have you been teaching how to compare ideas, values and emotions in related or contrasting texts.

Assessing the Impact

Can they:

· Demonstrate an awareness of ideas, values and emotions in a range of texts.
· Use appropriate vocabulary to talk about texts.
· Make comparisons and synthesise information across a range of texts.
· Recognise how ideas, values, emotions are expressed i.e. through character, dialogue, 
         description.

· Identify and explain a writer’s viewpoint.

· Recognise bias.

· Identify how structure and purpose of a text can support the presentation of ideas, values and 
         emotions.
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Have you been teaching the pupils to analyse and discuss the use of rhetorical devices?
Assessing the Impact

Can they:

· Identify a range of rhetorical devices e.g. rhetorical questions, repetition, alliteration, variety of 
         sentence structure, figurative language.
· Identify the intended audience and purpose of a text.
· Discuss the impact on the reader of different rhetorical devices.
· Explain why a writer uses particular devices supporting their comments with close textual reference.
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Have you been teaching how different cultural contexts and traditions have had an influence on language and style?
Assessing the Impact

Can they:

· Recognise typical features e.g. those typical to historic period, dialect, language, religion,
         and culture.
· Explain how these features influence themes, structure and form; word choice and grammatical
         structure in text.
· Use evidence from the text and beyond the text to support judgements.
· Discuss the impact on the reader of different cultural influences in the text.
