	Response explores various aspects of the way the instructress is presented with relevant quotes.  Combines opinion with analysis.  May comment on writer’s intentions.

	Response recognises Winston’s lack of freedom through comment about constant observation of threat of what will happen.  Same comment on his lack of physical comforts.

	Response explains his restricted life – supported by quote.  Same comment on how his behaviour shows some resistance, although not developed.  May not address all prompts.








(3 marks)

	Response explains the life he is forced to live, recognises the different way he behaves: conformity, rebellion.  How he responds to instructress.  Answer is supported by clear textual references.  All prompts addressed but not always in a balanced way.
